● CHS must be your home school.

● Complete 6 AP Classes (3 AP and 3 MC if you’re in P-TECH)

● Maintain a 3.5 unweighted GPA

● Attend APPS activities like field trips and guest speakers

● Keep a 3.0 GPA in AP classes

● Take the APPS Research class senior year

● Complete a Senior Showcase

APPS Application: 4 Steps



Step One:

Draft a written response to 
the essay component of 
the application. 



Step Two:

Complete the student 
information component of the 
application using the google 
form. You will upload a copy of 
your written response here.



Step Three:

Identify 3 teachers you will 
ask for recommendations 
and send them this form. 



Step Four:

Communicate with your 
counselor about your GPA 
and MAP-R score. Ask them 
to complete this form.
